The Walk
The forbidden paths of Brent and Harrow
The afternoon walk will be about three miles of easy walking and will take in the Northwick Park Golf Course, Harrow School’s grounds, and the historic village of Harrow-on-the-Hill.  
The plan is to inspect (and, if safe to do so, walk) the illegally-blocked public footpath 37 across Northwick Park Golf Course.  The path was obstructed some years ago by Playgolf, which built a fenced driving-range across it.  For many years Brent Council, the highway authority, co-operated with Playgolf in providing an alternative route and promoting a path diversion order, which was rejected by a public-inquiry inspector in 2006. Since then, the Open Spaces Society and Northwick Park Group have been working with Brent Council and the new owner, Leisure Golf, to reopen the path without moving it.

We shall then walk across the playing-fields of Harrow School where the footpath is blocked by tennis-courts.  The local Ramblers are putting pressure on Harrow Council to reopen the path.  Again, the council has promoted an unofficial alternative route.
We shall visit Harrow-on-the-Hill which has many interesting buildings, in particular St Mary’s Church on the top of the hill, with its historic churchyard and extensive views.

We then return to the Church Hall for a cream tea.

Map and directions

BY CAR
Log on to AA route finder (www.theaa.com) and type in postcode for St Cuthbert’s Church Hall, HA0 3QY.  The Church Hall is off the A404 WATFORD ROAD very near Northwick Park Hospital.  You may park in the church car-park or in the slip road (but not on the grass) or otherwise on the surrounding local roads.
BY TUBE 
South Kenton (Bakerloo line)—5 mins walk
Walk down stairs and turn LEFT along underpass. Go slightly LEFT and then RIGHT to walk along Norval Road.  Walk to the very end of Norval Road. Turn RIGHT and walk to end of Carlton Avenue West—St Cuthbert’s Church Hall is on your RIGHT set back from the road.

BY TUBE 
Northwick Park (Metropolitan line)—15mins walk
Walk down stairs and turn LEFT along underpass.  Take first path LEFT into Northwick Park.  Continue on path until it becomes a car-park.  Walk through car-park and along driveway entrance to Northwick Park. Come out of the park and take first turning RIGHT onto Norval Road.  Walk to the very end of Norval Road.  Turn RIGHT and walk to end of Carlton Avenue West—St Cuthbert’s Church Hall is on your RIGHT set back from the roadside. 

BY BUS
Route 182
Ask for John Lyon roundabout stop and look for the signpost for St Cuthbert’s Church.  The church is set back from the roadside.[image: image3.png]
